Unfortunately, in 
many cases, this happens either 
when the pastor is on the verge 
of burnout or when it has al-
ready happened.  I do not feel 

like burnout is coming, and I don’t want to wait until 
that happens. 

I want to thank 
Dale Dorrell, Jeff Carter, and Dennis Smith for lead-
ing worship while I’m away.  I will arrange for area 
United Methodist pastors to provide pastoral care 
coverage and Jennifer will have contact information 
for them.  You will be in good hands. 

I plan to spend a bit of time traveling with Wen-
dy around Lake Superior.  I plan to spend a couple 
of days doing long-range planning for the next 12-18 
months.  I plan to be unplanned.
