My Story

The squeak of tennis shoes on a gym floor
and the sound of balls being dribbled down
. the court bring a smile to my face. As a teen-
ager, this time of year meant basketball season
was in full swing. I loved playing basketball
and thankfully, I was able to play girls 6 on 6
ball. I was and continue to be a lousy shot! If I had been
forced to attempt to make baskets, I would have been a bench
warmer. Instead [ was able to play defense only. I worked hard
at keeping the offense player assigned to me, away from the
basket, away from rebounds and hopefully away from the ball
all together.

During the 6 on 6 basketball era, players focused on one part
of the game. There were some who played both ends of the
court, but most of us were specialized. As a guard, my role was
to stop our competitors from scoring or at least to reduce the
number of baskets they made during the game. At practice we
focused on strengthening our legs so that we could move
quickly. We worked on tracking our opponent and on making
quick, accurate passes. Oh, and when we dribbled the ball, we
were actually going somewhere. At the same time, our for-
wards were working on practicing free throws, layups, and
jump shots, among other things.

Both ends of the court needed to work well as a team
of three. But we also needed to work well as a team of 6 if we
were to win any games.

the sick. '’ He gives power for doing miracles to some, and to
others power to prophesy and preach. He gives someone else
the power to know whether evil spirits are speaking through
those who claim to be giving God’s messages—or whether it is
really the Spirit of God who is speaking. Still another person is
able to speak in languages he never learned; and others, who
do not know the language either, are given power to under-
stand what he is saying. "' It is the same and only Holy Spirit
who gives all these gifts and powers, deciding which each one
of us should have.

2 Our bodies have many parts, but the many parts make up
only one body when they are all put together. So it is with the
“body” of Christ. > Each of us is a part of the one body of
Christ. Some of us are Jews, some are Gentiles, some are
slaves, and some are free. But the Holy Spirit has fitted us all
together into one body. We have been baptized into Christ’s
body by the one Spirit, and have all been given that same Holy
Spirit.

In Isaiah 2, the author is prophesying a future where
God’s promises to Judah will be fully realized. Jerusa-
lem and God’s temple will sit upon the highest moun-
tain (at the center of the world.) ...all the nations of the
world will run there, wanting to see it, feel it, fully expe-
rience it.

Swords will be hammered into plowshares, or sickles;

War will not be
practiced anymore.

Although Jerusalem is, in reality, not literally located
on a “highest mountain,” we can encounter God in places
most of us  might consider  surprisingly
“ordinary.” Sometimes we recognize the encounter as-it-
happens, and sometimes it is only in hindsight and intro-

These former gang
members uplift the soul and reveal how bright life can be
when filled with unconditional love and kindness.
